Individual Letter Campaign for Humane Immigration Reform

Dear community members and supporters of KRCC,

As you may have heard, the Senate and the White House are negotiating immigration reform. Among the issues of most concern to us are 1) the proposal to eliminate family invitation categories for adult children and siblings, 2) the proposal requiring the undocumented to pay more than $5,000 in fees and the touch back clause, and 3) the proposal that prohibits future immigrant workers from inviting their family members and/or establish themselves in this country.
Family is among the most prized of American values. When considering that more than 50% of Korean American immigrants come to the U.S. through family petition, the Senate and White House negotiations around decreasing immigration is against American values and an end to the history of Korean American immigration.

We can’t sit down and wait for politicians to decide our future. The Korean American Resource & Cultural Center and NAKASEC is initiating a community campaign to make our voice heard in the Senate and the White House so that any legislation may include an increase in family immigration and an end to backlogs, and an affordable and humane legalization program for undocumented immigrants.
